Understanding the World 
*Use photographs, maps and videos to ask and answer 

questions about different places in the UK that Blackwell 

Bear has travelled to and further afield. Children will use 

words to describe water such as sea, lake, river, ocean and 

words to describe land such as forest, beach, town. 

*Talk about different forces in science. 

 Expressive Arts and Design 

* Learn and perform songs 

* Use pictures to play and compose rhythm patterns.  

*Compose repeated rhythms and perform using untuned 

instruments e.g. tambourine and tuned chime sets.  

  

 

Reading 
At school we follow the Little Wandle Letters and Sounds 

reading scheme. Children read with adults 3 times a week in a 

group and bring this book home on a Friday to practise their 

fluency. They also bring home an additional reading book which 

they have not seen. Reading is the best academic support you 

can give the children at this age and has a huge impact on their 

progress. Stories you read also have a huge impact too. To 

prepare for Year 1, children will receive an optional piece of 

homework in Summer 2.  Thank you for your support.
